These Standing Regulations pertain to all WA Sporting Car Club (WASCC) Race Meetings 
except the V8 Supercar Round. 
 
Events held at Barbagallo Raceway will be held under the International Sporting Code of 
the FIA and the National Competition Rules (NCR) of the Confederation of Australian 
Motor Sport Limited (CAMS). 
 
These Standing Regulations must be read in conjunction with the Race Meeting Standing 
Regulations (Section 7 CAMS Manual) as produced by CAMS, event Supplementary 
Regulations, and any other relevant sections of the 2008 CAMS Manual available to view 
at www.cams.com.au  
 
CAMS may make rule changes from time to time and are issued by way of Bulletins. 
These may be viewed on the CAMS website at www.cams.com.au or by contacting the 
CAMS Office.

4 Nomination of Drivers 
The entrant must advise the Race Office at least half an hour prior to the qualifying 
session or race as to which driver will start the qualifying session or race where two or 
more drivers are nominated on an entry form. 

4.1 Endurance Races 

At the 26 October Race Meeting an Endurance race, the Wanneroo 300, may be held for 
HQ Holdens and Saloon Cars.  Should this be the case details will be published in the 
meeting’s Supplementary Regulations. 

5 Point Scores 
Points for any Meeting or Series or Championship shall be allocated to the driver for each 
race that comprises of that Meeting or Series or Championship as follows:  1st – 30 points, 
2nd – 26, 3rd – 24, 4th – 22, 5th – 20, 6th – 18, 7th – 16, 8th – 14, 9th – 12, 10th – 11, 
11th – 10, 12th – 9, 13th – 8, 14th – 7, 15th – 6, 16th – 5, 17th – 4, 18th – 3, 19th – 2 and 
20th – 1 point. 
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6 Determination of Winner 

6.1 State Championships, WASCC Club Champions, and Night Masters Series 
Points for each race will be accumulated and the winner of each class will be the driver 
with the highest aggregate of points after the lowest scoring round of each driver is 
dropped, ie. the highest six point scoring rounds will be counted.  A non-point scoring 
round can be dropped. 

6.2 Torque Trophy for Street Cars, Tander Trophy fo r Improved Production 
Cars 

Points for each race will be accumulated and the winner of each class will be the driver 
with the highest aggregate of points. 

6.3 Zamel’s Plate for Formula Vees 
There shall be a 1200cc winner and 1600cc winner.  The final race shall determine the 
class winners of the Zamel’s Plate.  The Zamel’s Plate shall be conducted at the Clem 
Dwyer Race Meeting. 

7 Separation of Ties Where a Point Score is Used 
In the event of a tie, the final race (of the final round if applicable) shall determine the tie-
break. 

8 Awards 
Awards will be presented for the State Championships and WASCC Club Champions on 
the following basis: 
More than 12 starters:  1st, 2nd, and 3rd. 
More than 8 but less than 12 starters:  1st and 2nd. 
Less than 8 starters:  1st only. 

9 HQ Holdens 

9.1 Identification 
By entering HQ Holden events, the Entrant agrees to carry sponsor decals and positioned 
as specified by the HQ Racing Association of Western Australia (HQRAWA).  Decals will 
be supplied by the HQRAWA. 

9.2 HQRAWA Prizes and Awards 
Any Entrant or Driver wishing to compete in HQ Holden events must abide by the rules 
and regulations issued by the HQRAWA to be eligible for HQRAWA prizes or points, in so 
far as they do not conflict with these Standing Regulations, the HQRA Technical Manual or 
the National Competition Rules of CAMS. 

10 Marque Sports Cars 
Marque Sports Cars must comply in all respects with the Group 2B Regulations in the 
CAMS Manual of Motor Sport with the exception of Article 10.2 that is amended as follows:  
Wheels are free but only tyres on the Production Car Tyre List as per the CAMS Manual of 
Motor Sport and tyres permissible for use in Formula Ford racing published by CAMS can 
be used.  The requirements of Schedule E of the CAMS Manual of Motor Sports must be 
respected. 
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11 Saloon Cars 

11.1 Identification 
By entering Saloon Car events the, Entrant agrees to carry sponsor decals and positioned 
as specified by the Saloon Car Racing Association of WA.  Decals will be supplied by the 
Association. 

12 Formula Fords 

12.1 Tyres 

No more than twelve (12) tyres may be used in the Formula Ford Championship.   

Entrants will be required to nominate the identification number of each of the tyres which 
they propose to use, on a form provided by the scrutineers, to be completed and handed 
to the scrutineers or authorised personnel no less than ninety minutes prior to the 
scheduled commencement of the qualifying session.  Tyre identification numbers will be 
checked, at random, during the meeting to ensure that they correspond with the numbers 
notified by the competitor. 

The scrutineers will mark the nominated tyres for ease of identification.  Only tyres carrying 
the appropriate marks are permitted for qualifying and at the start of each race.  After the 
start of a race there is no restriction of tyres used. 

If a marked tyre is damaged it may only be replaced by a tyre of similar wear and only at 
the sole discretion of the Chief Scrutineer. 

The use of any device to artificially heat tyres is prohibited. 

12.2 Fuel 
Only fuel as defined in Schedule G (refer to Schedule 6 of the CAMS Manual of Motor 
Sport) from the bowser at Barbagallo Raceway Wanneroo may be used. 

13 Eligibility 

13.1 Historic Front Engine Series 
Vehicles complying with Groups J, K, L, S and by invitation O. 

13.2 Racing and Sports Car Series 
Racing and Sports Cars complying with Groups M, O, P, Q and R. 

13.3 State Championships 
This is the 54th year of conducting the WA State Motor Racing Championships.  In 2008 
Championship will be conducted for vehicles complying with the following categories:

13.3.1 Validation of State Championships 
For a State Championship to be awarded a minimum of six competitors must have 
competed in a minimum of two Rounds. 

13.4 WASCC Club Championships 

13.4.1 Gold Star 
Street Car 

13.4.2 Silver Star 
Street Cars up to 2060cc 

13.4.3 Validation of WASCC Club Championship 
For a WASCC Club Championship to be awarded a minimum of six competitors must have 
competed in a minimum of two Rounds. 

14 Scrutiny 

14.1 Pre Season Audit 
All vehicles intending to be raced at Barbagallo Raceway must have a pre season audit 
prior to racing.  The following Targeted Scrutiny program has been decided for all vehicles 
wishing to compete in 2008.  Kindly note that this program has been settled upon by the 
CAMS WA Race Panel after considerable input from both the relevant officials and 
category representatives. 

9 February  Improved Production Cars (morning) & Street Cars (afternoon) 
Location  to be advised 

17 February Saloon Cars  
Location Streetwise, 89 Windsor Rd Wangara (access also from Berriman Drive) 

23 February Historic Touring Cars, Sports Cars, Sports Sedans and Marque Sports Cars 
Location  Streetwise, 89 Windsor Rd Wangara (access also from Berriman Drive) 

24 February  HQ Holens and Formula Vees  
Location  Streetwise, 89 Windsor Rd Wangara (access also from Berriman Drive) 

TBA  Formula Fords  
Location to be advised 

Allocated pre season audits are compulsory and free and are required before you can 
compete. 

All competitors intending to race in 2008 please note the following conditions apply to this 
Targeted Scrutiny program. 
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a) Competitors must adhere to the allocated times if they wish to compete at the first 
meeting their category is scheduled to compete at. 

b) Competitor’s vehicles must be presented in race ready condition with the vehicle log 
book.  Apparel must also be presented - if not the audit will not be completed and 
you will need to represent at another scheduled audit session – NOT at the track.  A 
2008 audit sticker will not be issued until such time as this is complete.  No pre 
season sticker – no race. 

c) Vehicle owners are responsible for arranging their cars to be present, not the 
person who prepares it. 

Competitors requiring a pre season audit after the allocated dates must contact the Club to 
arrange a separate booking.  A fee may be charged for audits outside the allocated dates 
to cover time, petrol etc. of scrutineers. 

14.2 Approval to Compete 
When an entrant lodges their log book with the Scrutineers; the entrant will be given an 
“Approval to Compete” sticker to adhere to the vehicle in a location advised by an official.  
This sticker signifies to the officials at the marshalling area that the vehicle is permitted to 
practice and race. 

14.3 Scrutiny Race Audit 
a) Entrants must present their vehicle and apparel (helmets, overalls, gloves etc.) for a 

Scrutiny Audit at a time and location advised by an Official of the Meeting. 
b) The entrant is responsible for providing sufficient equipment and personnel to 

enable all disassembly that may be required, under the supervision of the 
scrutineers.  As a minimum this will require that the car be lifted from the ground 
and all 4 wheels be removed.  The removal of the airbox and/or cleaner may also 
be required in many cases to enable engine inspection. 

c) Vehicles withdrawn from practice or racing due to accident damage may be subject 
to a Race Audit by scrutineers. 

d) The Clerk of the Course may require any car involved in an accident to be stopped 
and checked during any race. 

14.4 Race Numbers 
Race numbers must be in position on the car BEFORE scrutiny. 

14.5 Additional Licence Requirements 
a) PC Licence Holders must submit their licence during Licence Checking prior to their 

practice session.  The licence cannot be collected until the conclusion of the race 
meeting. 

14.6 Rollover Protection Equipment 
All log-booked competition cars taking part in races conducted by the WA Sporting Car 
Club must be fitted with CAMS approved rollover protection equipment. 

Rollover protection equipment is required in all historic category vehicles that race other 
than pre 1961 historic vehicles in groups Ja, Ka and Lb.  Under the rules of CAMS it is 
permitted to fit a safety harness and rollover protection in historic vehicles.  Drivers that 
chose not to do so are required to complete the Disclaimer Exclusion of Liability, Release 
and Assumption of Risk Historic Vehicles – Driver Protection Equipment form. 

The form must be submitted with the Entry Form or handed to the Chief Scrutineer prior 
the vehicle participating in practice or races. 
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14.7 Automatic Timing 
The Organisers utilise an automatic timing system that requires all cars to be fitted with a 
Dorian Data-1 transmitter that is the competitor’s responsibility to fit and maintain.  
Transmitters must be functioning and fitted for all practice and qualifying sessions and 
races. 

15 Drivers’ Briefing 
All drivers must attend and sign on at the commencement of the drivers' briefing.  Times 
will be published in the Supplementary Regulations for each Meeting.  The briefings are 
held at McCrackan House.  Failure to attend briefings when called may result in exclusion 
from the meeting, and/or further penalties imposed by the Stewards and/or Clerk of 
Course. 

16 Practice 
Drivers will assemble their cars at the marshalling area prior to each practice session. 

16.1 Red Flag 
Red Flag:  This shall be shown waved only on instruction from the Clerk of Course when it 
becomes necessary to stop a practice or qualifying session by other than the chequered 
flag.  All drivers are required to slow down immediately and proceed to the pit lane (unless 
otherwise directed by an official), and must be prepared to stop if necessary.  Overtaking 
is not permitted. 

17 Grid Positions 

17.1 Grid determination on qualifying 
Fastest driver on position 1, second fastest driver on position 2 and so on. 

17.2 Grid Determination for Races on Results 
In finishing order, i.e. winner on position 1, second place on position 2 and so on. 
Followed by those who did not finished in order of completed laps. 
Followed by those who did not start in order of qualifying times. 

17.3 Grid Determination for Reverse Races on Result s 
In reverse finishing order, i.e. last placegetter on position 1, second last placegetter on 
position 2 and so on. 
Followed by those who did not finished in order of completed laps. 
Followed by those who did not start in order of qualifying times. 

17.4 Grid Determination for Race 3 on Points 

17.4.1 Grid Determination Race 3 
The accumulated points (see 17.4.2) of race 1 and race 2 shall determine the grid 
positions for race 3.  The highest point scorer shall be placed on pole position.  The 
second highest point scorer shall be placed on grid position 2 and so on. In the event of a 
tie in points, the faster qualifier shall be placed higher on the grid. 

17.4.2 Point Score 
Points to be allocated for each race to determine the grid for race 3:  30, 26, 24, 22, 20, 
19, 18, 17, 16, 15, 14, 13, 12, 11, 10, 9, 8, 7, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2 and 1 point. 
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17.5 All Categories Unless Otherwise Stated in thes e Regulations or the 
Meeting Supplementary Regulations 

Race 1 on qualifying times. 
Race 2 on Race 1 result. 
Race 3 on Race 2 result. 

17.6 HQ Holdens and Street Cars and Improved Produc tion Cars 
Race 1 on qualifying times. 
Race 2 on reverse Race 1 result. 
Race 3 on accumulated point score. 

17.6.1 Street Cars and Improved Production Cars 
When Street Car and Improved Production Car races are combined, Street Cars shall grid 
as per clause 17.6 and Improved Production Cars shall grid behind the Street Cars as per 
clause 17.5. 

17.7 Historic Front Engine Cars 
Race 1 on qualifying times. 
Race 2 Handicap. 
Race 3 Handicap. 

18 Race Distances 

18.1 All categories unless otherwise stated 
All races shall be of 8 laps unless otherwise stated in these regulations or the Meeting 
Supplementary Regulations. 

18.2 Torque Trophy for Street Cars and Tander Troph y for Improved 
Production Cars 

Races 1 and 2 shall be 10 laps.  Race 3 shall be of 15 laps. 

19 Start Procedures 

19.1 All Categories 
Unless otherwise stated in these Regulations or the Meeting Supplementary Regulations, 
all races will be standing starts and follow the procedure outlined in the Race Meeting 
Standing Regulations of the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport. 

19.2 Handicaps 
All handicaps shall start from pit lane exit in single file by drop of the national flag. 

19.3 Red Flagged Race 
Red Flag:  This shall be shown waved only on instruction from the Clerk of Course when it 
becomes necessary to stop a race by other than the chequered flag.  All drivers are 
required to slow down immediately and proceed to the start/finish line (unless otherwise 
directed by an official), and must be prepared to stop if necessary.  Overtaking is not 
permitted. 
If the race is to be restarted, the Standing Start Procedure of the Race Meeting Standing 
Regulations detailed in the CAMS Manual shall be used. 
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19.4 False Start 
Any car which has crossed its grid line before the starting signal has been given, or which 
is moving forward when the starting signal is given, shall be deemed to have made a false 
start, and shall be penalised by the additional of one minute to the time taken by him to 
complete the course without prejudice to such further penalty as the Stewards of the 
Meeting may determine having regard to the circumstances. 

Time penalties shall be notified to the whole of the field by the display at the start line of a 
sign “1 MINUTE PENALTY”, together with the competitor’s number. 

20 Safety Car 
A Safety Car may be bought into operation to neutralise a race upon the decision of the 
Clerk of Course.  See CAMS Manual for Safety Car procedures. 

21 Events Conducted at Night 

21.1 All flag points will be illuminated during nig ht meetings. 

21.2 Markings on Automobiles 
The signs and operating handles for the electrical circuit breaker and the extinguisher, as 
well as door handles and tow hooks, must be identified with reflective tape. 

21.3 Headlamps 
Headlamps in accordance with the requirements set out in the 2008 CAMS Manual of 
Motor Sport shall be required to be turned on when the lighting towers are in operation or 
when the Clerk of Course gives an order that they be turned on. 

All vehicles competing at night must be fitted with a complete lighting system.  The system 
must consist of at least two dipping headlamps each of at least 125mm diameter or 
160cm2 area, each of 35 Watts minimum power; and two tail lamps each of three Watts 
minimum power (both the above sets of lamps must be not less than 600mm apart) and at 
least one stop lamp of 20 Watts minimum power.  If only one such stop lamp is fitted, it 
shall be in the central vertical plane of the vehicle.  At the start of the competition, 
headlamps must be in effective working order and correctly aligned; the lens must be 
protected by a translucent shield. 

22 Garage, Carport and Paddock Allocation 
Various sizes of garages and carports are available for annual leasing or rental from the 
Club, at varying prices depending on size, location etc.  The Organisers will allocate other 
garages and carports available on a per race meeting basis.  It may be necessary for the 
competitors to be relocated to another location in the paddock to accommodate Australian 
Championship or Series Rounds at specific race meetings. 

23 Pits and Paddock 
a) A white line in the pits has been used as a method of demarcation  between the 

circuit proper and the working area of the pits.  The circuit proper and working area 
of the pits must be kept clear of personnel at all times except during an actual pit 
stop. 

b) Trailers are to be parked behind the V8 Supercar garages at the northern end of 
the paddock.  Vehicles can only be loaded onto trailers in this area whilst the race 
meeting is underway or specific permission has been granted by the Race Office.

c) The riding of motor cycles, bicycles or use of roller blades or roller skates or skate 
boards or any other similar equipment within the pit and paddock area is prohibited 
at all times. 

d) It is not permitted under any circumstance to place an extension lead  that crosses 
the roads and footpaths. 

e) The South Ramp  is divided into three lanes.  The centre lane must be kept clear at 
all times to allow vehicles access to and from the circuit.  An entrant may be 
charged if his/her vehicle is found standing in part of, or blocking the centre lane. 

f) The roads in the paddock are clearly marked with large yellow arrows, as well as a 
sign as you enter the paddock advising the direction of travel.  All vehicles must 
travel in the direction indicated on the roads. 

g) The road in the paddock at the top of the North Ramp is clearly marked with large 
yellow stripes.  No vehicle is to be left standing or parked within the marked zone. 

h) A speed limit of 10km/h will apply in the paddock at all times. 
i) It is prohibited to park a competition or private vehicle in front of the VIP Garages or 

for a competition vehicle to be worked on inside or in front of the VIP Garages from 
the commencement of documentation check to the conclusion of the last race.  

j) All persons under the age of 16 must be under the direct supervision of an adult at 
all times whilst in the paddock area. 

24 Pit Lane 
a) Smoking is not permitted in the pits at any time during the meeting. 
b) Any person entering the pits must have signed the Pit Lane Disclaimer Statement 

and have the appropriate pass and must be attired in accordance with Article 3 (iii) 
of Schedule D of the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport. 

c) No person under the age of 16 years will be permitted in pit lane. 
d) No equipment may be placed on the pit wall during the event. 
e) A speed limit of 60km/h will apply in pit lane at all times.  Any car which exceeds 

this limit may be penalised by the additional of 30 seconds to the time taken by him 
to complete the course without prejudice to such further penalty as the Stewards of 
the Meeting may determine having regard to the circumstances. 
Time penalties shall be notified to the whole of the field by the display at the start 
line of a sign “30 SECOND PENALTY”, together with the competitor’s number. 

f) During the start of the warm-up lap of any race, only race officials and television 
crews specifically authorised by the Clerk of Course are permitted at the signalling 
wall. 

g) Service vehicles are prohibited in pit lane during any race.  

25 Pit Lane Incidents 
Any car involved in a pit lane incident may be black flagged and subjected to scrutiny by 
an official.  Pit Lane incidents include: 
a) Collision with any car, personnel or barrier. 
b) Running over their own or other teams’ equipment. 
c) Pit Lane obstruction. 

26 Use of Prohibited Substances 
(i) During any competition, consumption of alcoholic beverages in the paddock, pits or 

any other portion of the competition venue under control of the officials is expressly 
forbidden until all practice or competition activity is concluded for each day.  Any 
driver or crew member who is found to be affected by alcohol on the day of the 
event or practice therefore shall not be permitted to participate.  Refer NCR 145A. 
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In addition, the persons concerned will be subject to the Articles of the Procedure 
for Alcohol Testing and CAMS Drugs in Sport Policy. 

(ii) Other Prohibited Substances 
The CAMS Drugs in Sport Policy, as appears in the current CAMS Manual of Motor 
Sport and as amended from time to time, is recognised as an integral component of 
the NCR and is duly authorised as such. 
In any areas where the National Competition Rules and the Drugs in Sport Policy 
conflict, the Drugs in Sport Policy will take precedence. 
Competitors, crew or officials may be tested for alcohol or other drugs at any time 
during the event(s).  This advice serves as the required 24-hour notice to 
Competitors, Crew and Officials.
