SUPPLEMENTARY  REGULATIONS

Chapter 1 - Standard Requirements

1.1 Activity Title

The non-competitive, club only drift practice activity shall be known as ‘Drift Practice’, to be held at Kostecki Motorplex Collie, Powerhouse Road, Collie on 18th and 19th February 2012.

1.2 Organisation and Status

(a) The activity shall be held under the International Sporting Code of the Federation Internationale de l‘Automobile (FIA), the National Competition Rules (NCR) of Confederation of Australian Motor Sport Ltd (CAMS), the Drifting Standing Regulations, these Supplementary Regulations and any further Regulations and instructions to Competitors that may be issued.

(b) This activity will be conducted under and in accordance with the CAMS Risk Management and OH&S policies, which can be found at  www.cams.com.au 

(c) The activity shall be a Drift non-competitive activity consisting of single and multi-car Drift activity, the action of driving a vehicle in a series of controlled slides throughout a pre-determined circuit, maintaining a standard of control.

(d) For information regarding Insurance refer Appendix I of the current CAMS Manual.

1.4 Entries

a) Opening Date:  upon on publication of the approved supplementary Regulations
b) Closing Date:  Wednesday 8th February 2012

f) Maximum Entries:  A maximum of 50 entries per day will be accepted in order or receipt.
g) Refusal: The Organiser reserves the right to refuse any entry in accordance with NCR 83 of the current CAMS Manual.

h) Entry forms must be lodged with the relevant entry fee.  Incomplete or incorrect entry forms will be returned and not accepted until correctly completed.
1.5 Circuit Details

Length:  1.6km  Direction:  Anti-clockwise  Surface:  Asphalt
1.6 Drivers’& Official’s Briefing

All driver’s & official’s, without exception, are required to report to the Clerk of Course for a briefing before practice begins each day.
1.7 Eligible Vehicles

Drifting is generally restricted to series production automobiles with at least two seats.  Imported vehicles, including left-hand drive, are acceptable, and vehicles need not be registered. 
1.8 Postponements, Abandonment or Cancellation of Competition

The Organisers reserve the right to abandon, cancel or postpone the activity in accordance with NCR 59.

1.9 Licence Requirements

All competitors and drivers must hold, at minimum, a current CAMS Level 2NS licence and a current WASCC club membership.

1.10 Documentation Check

Every competitor and driver before taking part in any event shall complete and sign the Disclaimers and Competitors Statement on the Entry Form and produce their CAMS Licence, Membership Card and CAMS vehicle logbook (if issued) before participating.
1.11 Parental Consent

If any competitor or driver is under 18 year of age the consent of his/her parent or guardian must appear on the Entry Form.

1.12 Compliance with Instructions

Failure to follow the direction of any official will render a competitor liable to exclusion.

1.13 Anti Doping Policy
During any event, consumption of alcoholic beverages in the paddock, pits or any other portion of the event venue under the control of the officials is expressly forbidden until all practice activity is concluded for each day.  Any driver or crew member who is found to be affected by alcohol on the day of the event or practice therefore shall not be permitted to participate.  Refer NCR 145A of the Current CAMS Manual.  In addition, the persons concerned will be subject to the Articles of the Standard Operating Procedure for Alcohol Testing and CAMS Anti-Doping Policy.  Drivers, crews or officials may be randomly tested for alcohol by a CAMS Accredited Testing Official (CATO) or other drugs at any time during the event(s).  The CAMS Anti-Doping Policy, as appears in the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport and as amended from time to time, is recognised as an integral component of the NCR and is duly authorised as such.  In any areas where the National Competition Rules and the Anti-Doping Policy conflict, the Anti-Doping Policy will take precedence.
1.14 Awards

As the activity is non-competitive there are no results, awards or prize money.
Chapter 2 – General Safety Requirements

2.1 Apparel

All drivers must wear helmets and in open vehicles, goggles/visors complying with a standard as listed in Schedule D of the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport.  CAMS recommend that drivers wear an approved full-face helmet when driving in open vehicles (refer Schedule D).  Fire resistant clothing is recommended, otherwise, driverss must wear woollen or cotton clothing covering the body from ankles to wrists and neck, and suitable and appropriate footwear.

2.2 Seat belts and Harnesses

All cars must be fitted with safety harnesses or seatbelts, which must be complete units sourced from a recognised manufacturer and must be fitted and worn within the manufacturers instructions or limitations and must meet the acceptable standards FIA 8853/98, FIA 8853 – 1985, SFI 16.1, FIA 8854/98, FIA 8854 – 1991, AS 2596, ECE R16 & AS E35.

2.3 Tyres

At the start of session or competition, all vehicles competing must have tyres with a minimum tread depth of 2mm and no bald spots.  Competition tyres (slicks) are not permitted.

2.4 Roll Over Protection

a) All open cars (i.e. cars without a supporting structure between the top of the A Pillars and the rear window) must be fitted with Roll Over Protection compliant with CAMS Regulations.

b) Roll Over protection is highly recommended for closed vehicles.

2.5 Noise Level

All cars must be adequately muffled.  The maximum exhaust noise level permitted for cars in this activity is 95 dB(A).

2.6 Drivers Conduct

No body part may protrude from the vehicle and door opening will not be permitted whilst participating in the activity.

2.7 Flags

The following flags will be used during this activity:

Yellow Flag
Danger ahead, slow and be prepared to take avoiding stock.
Red Flag
The practice has been stopped.  There may be a severe problem ahead and the driver must slow immediately and prepare to stop.
Chequered Flag
Finish flag, end of practice.

Black Flag
Displayed to the driver to indicate that the rules of the activity are not being obeyed. You must enter the pits and report to the Clerk of Course immediately.

Black with Orange Disk Flag
This will be used to indicate that the vehicle may have a mechanical defect and is to stop at the pits on the next lap.
2.8 Vehicle Breakdown

In the event your vehicle breaks down or leaves the circuit and you are unable to continue, get out of the vehicle when safe and move behind the safety fence or barrier.  DO NOT attempt to repair your car.  Your vehicle will be recovered as soon as is possible.
2.9 Fuel

Fuel must be ‘Commercial Fuel’ as defined by CAMS, Schedule G of General Requirements Section of the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport. 
2.10 Passengers
Passengers will be permitted as set out under the CAMS manual regulations only at set times and after obtaining express permission of the Clerk of Course. 
Chapter 3 – Specific Circuit Requirements

3.1 Camping

Camping at the venue is permitted.  Entry to the venue on Friday 11 February is restricted between 5 pm and 8 pm.  At 8 pm the venue gates will be locked.  Camping sites are unpowered.  Accessing the venue power supply is not permitted.
3.2 Practice

The Drifting practice will commence at 9am each day and conclude at approximately 4pm each day.  drivers will assemble at the south end of the paddock and entry to the track will be on instruction from an official.

3.3 Paddock

a) The riding of motor cycles, bicycles or use of roller blades or roller skates or skate boards or any other similar equipment within the pit and paddock area is prohibited at all times.

b) Please be aware of pedestrians.  All vehicles must travel at a speed not exceeding 10km/h.

c) The disposal of fuel drums and tyres is the responsibility of the competitor.  These items are not to be put in the bins at the Raceway and must be disposed of by the competitor outside the venue in a thoughtful manner and at the competitor’s cost.

d) Oil, oil filters, coolant, brake and power steering fluids must be disposed of at the competitor’s cost at a government approved collection enter.  For further information see www.oilrecycling.gov.au 
3.4 Glass 
All competitors/drivers and spectators are reminded that there are to be no glass bottles or glass containers of any nature to be brought onto the facility at any time.

3.5 Animals
Pets are prohibited at the venue at all times, whether they are restrained or not.
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
